Our Lenten Music Series is off to a
great start. In week one, Dr. Patrick
Gorman of the Diocesan Office of
Worship presented an in-depth history
of music in the Catholic Church. His
research brought him all the way back
to the Apostolic Era! While music in the
Church has changed dramatically, there
are some things that have remained
constant. He stressed the importance of
bringing in new thoughts and ideas but
also the importance of preserving those
elements that have formed our faith.
Dr. Gorman added his personal obser-

vations, which emphasized participation
of the people as the aim above all oth-
ers. He also stressed that while the mu-
sical integrity of what we sing is ex-
tremely important, the text should be of
prime importance. The session ended
with a question and answer session.

The Hispanic Diocesan Choir, un-
der the direction of Toni Kellor, pro-
vided a very rich and colorful array of
choral music in the 2™ week of the se-
ries. Included in their repertoire were
several Lenten pieces written by
Lourdes Montgomery. The audience
was asked to join the choir several times
throughout the evening. Other musi-
cians included four guitarists, a violin,
and our own Avis Davis on the piano.
Three parish members were among the
singers — Jorge and Gilmita Arenas,
and Suzanna Castillo.

Our third week in the series high-
lighted our Parish youth. Those who
